At the conclusion of the Second Round on Saturday afternoon, the UGA Undergraduate Mock Trial Program will 

host its first annual Classic City Tailgate!  It will take place on the nearby quad, Herty Field, which is only a few 

minutes walk from the Law School.   

 

What it is:  The tailgate will reflect the spirit of a Saturday Gameday in the Classic City (even though itõs 

an away-game weekend for the Dawgs!).  It will feature a cookout with hamburgers, hotdogs, soft drinks, and 

water, which will  all be complimentary to all participants and coaches.  We will also have live music for a few 

hours during the tailgate, and will provide footballs and Frisbees for participants to use.  We encourage teams to 

kick back after a long day of trials, eat some burgers, and toss the pigskin around with their own teams or 

challenge that second round team you thought you should have beaten to a friendly game of touch football!   

 

What to wear:  While some teams may wish to come to the Tailgate directly after the second round on 

Saturday afternoon dressed in their courtroom attire, we encourage teams to bring casual dress and change after 

their second round so that they can relax in the tailgate atmosphere.  Or, you may wish to travel back to your 

hotel and change before you head back to the tailgate. We will still be serving food for those latecomers until 

teams stop arriving later in the evening. 

 

Alcohol Policy:  A word about our alcohol policy to those who wish to indulge in adult beverages to help 

them cool off after a hard day at trial and kick back during  the tailgateñthe UGA Campus is a wet campus, 

meaning individuals above the legal drinking age in the state of Georgia (21) may legally consume alcoholic 

beverages while on Herty Field and the UGA campus.   

 

While the UGA Undergraduate Mock Trial Program will in no way be serving or providing alcoholic beverages 

to participants at the Tailgate, participants wishing to drink alcohol are welcome to bring their own beverages to 

the Tailgate.  We do, however, urge participants who wish to consume alcoholic beverages to make sure they 

designate a sober driver who can provide them with transportation to their hotel or elsewhere after the Tailgate 

has concluded, as we will not be able to provide transportation for teams.   

 

While open containers are permitted on UGAõs campus, it is not legal to be in possession of an open container 

while in downtown Athens (which includes walking across the street to the bars or clubs of downtown Athens). 

You should therefore finish or throw away all alcoholic beverages before stepping foot off campus.
